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1. Introduction

The 70" United Nations General Assembly has adopted 17 Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs), with 169 targets and 304 indicators, on 25th September, 2015 under the
official agenda “Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”.
India is a signatory to this landmark agreement, which set forth a set of 17 goals, and 169
targets, which are to be achieved by 2030. The goals were developed to replace the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) which ended in 2015. Unlike the MDGs, the SDG
framework does not distinguish between "developed" and "developing™ nations. Instead, the
goals apply to all countries. SDGs call for integrated efforts towards inclusive, sustainable
and resilient future. It focuses on three core elements; Economic Growth, Social inclusion
and Environmental protection.

2. SDGs implementation framework

NITI Aayog is the Nodal Agency in India which undertakes mapping of SDG Goals
and Targets with Schemes, identification of Nodal Ministries and Government Departments
for each of the Goals and Targets. At the State level, Planning Departments are the Nodal
Department for implementation of SDGs in each State. In Mizoram, Planning & Programme
Implementation Department is the Nodal Department for implementation of SDGs.

Government of Mizoram has been taking active step towards implementation of
SDGs in the State. The following committees and cell has been instituted to coordinate SDGs
implementation in the State:

1. High Level Monitoring Committee:

The Committee is set up under the Chairmanship of Chief Secretary, Government of
Mizoram with Planning Secretary as Member Secretary. The Committee is constituted to
review progress and to suggest corrective measures while monitoring the progress of
implementation of SDGs in the State.
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2. Technical Committee on SDGs:

The Committee is formed under the Chairmanship of Director, Economics &
Statistics Department where all Nodal Officers of Line Departments are members. The
Committee aims to identify the achievable indicators clearly specifying the baseline data and
targets.
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3. SDGs Cell:
A dedicated SDGs Cell has been established in Research & Development Branch of

Planning & Programme Implementation Department headed by the Principal Adviser. Three
Consultants are employed in the Cell to review, monitor and progress of the implementation
of SDGs in the State while coordinating the reports of District Planning Committee.

3. Actions taken towards SDG implementation in Mizoram

3 (a). Mizoram Vision 2030:

Mizoram Vision 2030 was published in July 2018 to provide implementation
framework for SDGs in the State. It contains vision statement, overview on SDGs, Mizoram
economy, implementation framework of SDGs, landscape analysis of SDGs implementation,
dashboard for implementation of SDGs, sectoral strategy for implementation, and budget
alignment with SDGs implementation. Mapping of State Department, agencies and
development programme and schemes are also included in the document. A copy of the
Vision 2030 has already been shared with NITI Aayog and the copy is made available at:
//sdg.mizoram.gov.in.
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3 (b). Baseline Survey:

Baseline data survey was conducted with three tier system of monitoring. State Level
Monitoring Committee under the Chairmanship of Planning Secretary, District Level
Monitoring Committee under the Chairmanship of Deputy Commissioners of each Districts
and Village Level Committee under the Village Council President. Schematic indicators and
targets with timeline and action are available at Chapter 6 of Mizoram Vision 2030
(Dashboard for implementation of SDGs in Mizoram). Implementation and Monitoring
Framework is also available at Chapter 3 (Implementation Framework of SDGs in Mizoram).
To identify indicators and assess capacity of line Departments to implemented SDGs goals a
separate Technical Committee on SDGs has been established. Technical Committee includes
nodal officers of all the line Departments that meets frequently to select indicators, to validate
and to analyze data, and to monitor dashboard.

3 (c). Regional Workshop:

Regional Workshop on Sustainable Development Goals for the whole North East was
held at Aizawl on 24th August 2018 with financial support from North eastern Council.
Representatives from UNDP, NITI Aayog, Ministry of Statistics and Programme
Implementation, and sister States of Assam, Arunachal Pradesh, Manipur, Meghalaya and
Nagaland attended the workshop.
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3 (d). State Level Sensitization Workshop:

State Level Sensitization Workshop on Sustainable Development Goals and kick off
of district level Sensitization Workshop on SDGs was held at Assembly Conference Hall on
29th January 2019 for Members of Legislative Assembly, Nodal officers from all line
Departments,  District ~ Authorities and  Villages  Councils/Local  Councils
Presidents/Secretaries.
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3 (e). District Level Sensitization Workshop:

District Level Sensitization Workshop on Sustainable Development Goals was held in
all the other seven (7) District headquarters during 31st January to 5th February 2019.

3 (f). Consultative Meeting with District line Departments: Consultative meeting with
District Line Departments was organized in 6 districts during January- March 2020 and
problems and challenges face by line departments and stakeholders were raised and
discussed. Action is being undertaken to overcome such problems and challenges. However,
due to Covid-19 pandemic, two districts i.e. Aizawl and Champhai District is yet to be done,
steps are being undertaken to conduct consultative meeting with the above said two districts.

Wall hanging on 17th Sustainable Development Goals have been prepared in two
sizes and distributed to all Government offices, conference halls. One size of SDGs Goals
have also been prepared and distributed to educational institutions.

SDGs Mizoram District Wise ranking: To highlight the status of each district in term
of SDGs, district ranking was also prepared for the year 2018-19. The ranking was made with
the objectives of making healthy competition among districts and motivating them in the
implementation of SDG in the State. The next ranking will be updated by covering more and
better indicators and is planned to publish in the month of December 2020 for which data is
being collected.
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3 (k). Mizoram SDG Website:

Mizoram SDG Website has been created recently with a link: hiips:
//sdg.mizoram.gov.in. All actions taken and progress report of SDGs in the state will be
incorporated to the web.

3.(l). Publicity of SDGs logo in Local newspaper: SDGs 17 goals translated in local
languages have been published through leading local newspapers as an awareness initiative.
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3.(m). SDGs Banner: SDGs goals banner translated in local languages have been prepared
and published in the public.
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3.(n). Consultative Meeting with Line Departments: Consultative meeting with State level
line departments was held during 13.7.2020 to 22.7.2020 and problems and challenges face
by each line departments were raised and discussed.

3.(0). Development of State Indicator Framework (SIF) and District Indicator
Framework (DIF) for monitoring SDGs: The selection process began with a deliberation
on the indicators identified for the National Indicator Framework for monitoring SDGs. The
State Indicator Framework (SIF) for Mizoram was first developed by Technical Committee
on SDGs under the chairmanship of Director, Eco & Stats consisting of 187 indicators. Since,
MoSPI has published the updated NIF and guidelines for developing SIF, the SIF was again
revised for the second time in 2019 in line with guidelines provided by MoSPI which consist
of 147 indicators. National Indicator Framework (NIF) 2.0 was recently brought out by
Ministry of Statistics & Prog. Implementation Department on 31% March 2020 consisting of
297 indicators. For the third time, State Indicator Framework consisting of 197 indicators
with 35 line departments for the state were identified and compiled in consultation with
various line departments. District indicator framework (DIF) was also prepared based on the
SIF. Depending upon the availability of reliable data with sound collection methodology,
Indicators relevant for the district level that are best suited to track its own progress towards
sustainable development was selected for monitoring at the district level. As of now 184
indicators and 31 line departments were indentified and Districts should use these indicators
as a reference for their own regular monitoring and review, guided by the national/state
policies, priorities, strategies and capacity to implement monitoring activities.




4. Monitoring framework of SDGs in Mizoram

4 (a). High Level Monitoring Committee for SDGs under the Chairmanship of Chief Secretary,
Government of Mizoram and Planning Secretary as Member Secretary with members from
Secretaries of all line Departments was constituted to coordinate among all line Departments, and to
monitor the implementation of SDGs in the State.

4 (b). Technical Committee on SDGs under the Chairmanship of Director, Economics & Statistics
Department where all Nodal Officers of Line Departments are members to identify indicators and
assess capacity of line Departments to implemented SDGs goals in the State.

4 (c). A dedicated SDGs Cell is established in the Research & Development Branch of Planning &
Program Implementation Department.

4 (d). District Planning Committee has been entrusted in each District to monitor SDGs
implementation in the Districts level.

5. Partnership for implementation of SDGs in Mizoram

Partnership for implementation of SDGs in the State of Mizoram is developed at three
levels. At the international level, UNDP has been an active partner in technical matters.
Several discussions have been held with UNDP at Aizawl and Guwahati. Formal
Memorandum of Understanding is expected to be sign shortly. A draft MoU accepted by both
the parties is readily available.

At the institutional level, we have been partnering with Mizoram University, ICFAI
University Mizoram, Administrative Training Institute (ATI) and State Institute of Rural
Development and Panchayati Raj (SIRD&PR) for technical issues. At the district and local
levels District Planning Committee is the monitoring body at district and village level for
implementation of SDGs. Local channels, colleges and schools are our active partners in
spreading awareness and sensitization programmes.

6. Landscape analysis of SDGs Implementation in Mizoram

SDG 1 - No Poverty

Departments with a concentrated focus on SDG 1 include Rural Development Department;
Social Welfare and Tribal Affairs Department; Power & Electricity Department; Public Health

Engineering Department; Women and Child Development Department; and Health & Family
Welfare Department; Economics & Statistics Department and Lead Bank.

basis by Directorate of Economics & Statistics.
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Baseline Survey result will be used as base case, and targets and goals will be indicated
accordingly.

SDG 2 -

Zero Hunger

Departments with a concentrated focus on SDG 2 include Health & Family Welfare
Department, Food Civil Supply & Consumer Affairs Department; Women and Child
Development Department; Agriculture Department, Economics & Statistics Department
Animal Husbandry & Vety Department, Fisheries Department.

These Departments focusing on Hunger, will aligned their schemes and projects to SDG
targets related to food consumption to end hunger and ensure access by all people to safe,
nutritious and sufficient food all year round; and end all forms of malnutrition.

These Departments will have their schemes line up with SDG 2 targets related to food
production, namely, increasing agricultural productivity; and sustainable food production
systems and resilient agricultural practices.

SDG 3 -

Good health and well being

Departments with a concentrated focus on SDG 3 include Health & Family Welfare
Department, Economics & Statistics Department; Home Department; Social Welfare & Tribal
Affairs Department and Women & Child Development Department.

These departments to focus on reducing maternal mortality and neonatal mortality ending
epidemics and communicable diseases; premature mortality from non-communicable diseases.

These departments will address universal access to sexual and reproductive health-care
services; access to medicine and health insurance; and prevention and treatment of substance
abuse, reduction in number of deaths and illnesses from hazardous chemicals and air, water
and soil pollution and contamination.

SDG 4 -

Quality Education

Departments with a concentrated focus on SDG 4 include School Education Department,
Women & Child Development Department, Higher & Technical Education Department,
Census operation.

This Department will provide quality education within the Framework of National Skills
Qualification Framework.

SDG 5 -

Gender Equality

Departments whose schemes are aligned with all targets of SDG 5 (Gender Equality) Home
Department, Health & Family Welfare Department, Economics & Statistics Department, State
Election Commission.
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SDG 5 targets relates to end all forms of discrimination (target 5.1); eliminate all forms of
violence, trafficking and exploitation (target 5.2); eliminate early and forced marriage (target
5.3); and ensure universal access to sexual and reproductive health (target 5.6).

Gender Equality also focus towards recognition and value of unpaid care and domestic work
by social protection and shared responsibility (target 5.4); as well as equal opportunities for
leadership to women at all levels of decision-making (target 5.5).

SDG 6 -

Clean Water and Sanitation

Public Health Engineering Department, Urban Development & Poverty Alleviation
Department, School Education Department and Environment, Forests and Climate Change
Department have schemes focused on a majority of the SDG targets on adequate and equitable
sanitation and hygiene for all and end open defecation (target 6.1); increase water-use
efficiency across all sectors (target 6.4); integrated water resources management and protect
(target 6.5) and restore water-related ecosystems (target 6.6).

Public Health Engineering Department will address the target of universal and equitable access
to safe and affordable drinking water for all (target 6.1).

These departments will also focused towards improving water quality by reducing pollution,
eliminating dumping and minimizing release of hazardous chemicals and materials, treating
wastewater and substantially increasing recycling and safe reuse of water (target 6.3).

SDG 7 - Affordable and Clean Energy

Power & Electricity Department and Food Civil Supply & Consumer Affairs Departments will
be the main Department with a concentrated focus on SDG 7.

The Department will have a focus on universal access to affordable, reliable and modern
energy services (target 7.1), and promoting renewable energy (target 7.2).

Target 7.2 aims to increase substantially the share of renewable energy in the global energy
mix is a national level indicator and hence is not directly addressed by the State Government
schemes.

SDG 8 -

Decent Work and Economic Growth

Economics & Statistics Department, Commerce & Industry Department, Social Welfare &
Tribal Affairs Department, Home Department, Labour Employment, Skill Development &
Entrepreneurship department, Rural Development department, Tourism department and lead
bank will focus on SDG 8 that cover all elements of Decent work and Economic Growth.

All Departments focus on increasing per capita economic growth and economic productivity
(targets 8.1 and 8.2); support productive activities, decent job creation, entrepreneurship,
creativity and innovation, and enable micro-, small- and medium-sized enterprises (target 8.3);
reduce unemployment and ensure employment for all and decent work (target 8.5).
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All Department will also address the need to eradicate forced labour, child labour, and end
human trafficking and promote safe and secure working environments (target 8.7); and expand
access to banking, insurance and financial services for all (target 8.10).

Tourism Department will promote sustainable tourism to create jobs (target 8.9).

There is also a focus on improving global resource efficiency in consumption and production
and disassociating economic growth from environmental degradation (target 8.4).

SDG 9 -

Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure

Public Work Department, Economics & Statistics Department, Commerce & Industry
Department, Information & Communication Technology Department, Lead bank and BSNL
holistically cover all the targets of SDG 9.

PWD, Commerce & Industry and lead bank focuses align with SDG 9 targets for developing
infrastructure for economic development and human well-being, with a focus on affordable
and equitable access for all (target 9.1).

Focuses to address inclusive and sustainable industrialization (target 9.2); along with
increasing the access of small-scale industrial and other enterprises to finance, and their
integration into value chains and markets (target 9.3).

Upgrading industrial infrastructure for sustainability and increased resource use efficiency
(target 9.4).

SDG 10

— Reduced Inequalities

Economics & Statistics Department and Finance Department align targets including income
growth of the bottom 40 per cent of the population at a rate higher than the national average
(target 10.1); promote the social, economic and political inclusion of all (target 10.2); and
laws, policies, practices to ensure equal opportunity and reduce inequalities of outcome (target
10.3).

Focuses relating to fiscal, wage and social protection policies, to progressively achieve greater
equality (target 10.4).

Focus on migration policies to facilitate orderly, safe, regular and responsible migration and
mobility of people (target 10.7).

Targets 10.5 and 10.6 are global targets and hence not linked to state level interventions.

SDG 11

- Sustainable Cities and Communities

Urban Development & Poverty Alleviation Department, Economics & Statistics Department,
Transport Department, Disaster Management & Rehabilitation Department, Public Health
Engineering Department and Mizoram Pollution Control Board have schemes that relate to all
the SDG 11 targets and exclusively cater to target 11.1 - access for all adequate, safe and
affordable housing and basic services; and target 11.7 universal accesses to safe green public
spaces.
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PWD, UD&PA, Transport Departments have schemes designed for providing safe, affordable,
accessible and sustainable transport systems for all (target 11.2).

Focus towards inclusive and sustainable urbanization and participatory planning (target 11.3);
along with waste management and decreasing pollution (target 11.6). They also have schemes
to safeguard cultural and natural heritage (target 11.4).

Target 11.5 (reduce impact of disasters on economic activity with focus on protecting the poor
and vulnerable and Target 11.7 on universal access to safe green public spaces is the exclusive
focus of Environment, Forests, and Climate Change Department.

SDG 12

- Responsible Consumption and Production

Food, Civil Supplies & Consumer Affairs Department, Agriculture Department has a holistic
approach towards addressing SDG 12 targets related to Responsible Consumption and
Production and sustainable public procurement practices.

To halve per capita global food waste at the retail and consumer levels and reduce food losses
along production and supply chains (target 11.3) will be responsibility of Tourism Department.

Target 12.8 (information and awareness of people for sustainability) is to be addressed across
the board by all the departments.

SDG 13

- Climate Action

Environment, Forests, and Climate Change Department have a holistic approach towards
addressing SDG 13 targets towards building resilience and adaptation to climate-related
hazards and natural disasters (target 13.1); striving to integrate climate measures into policies,
strategies and planning (target 13.2); and are taking measures towards awareness raising and
building capacity on climate change mitigation, adaptation and impact reduction (target 13.3).

SDG 14

- Life Below Water

SDG 14 targets are focused towards marine and coastal systems. Mizoram being a landlocked
state most of the targets do not apply. A target to regulate fish harvesting and end overfishing
both inland and marine (14.4) is there. However, the present set of schemes does not address
this gap.

SDG 15

- Life on Land

All most all Departments mandates are aligned directly or indirectly with SDG 15, to ensure
the conservation, restoration and sustainable use of terrestrial and inland freshwater
ecosystems (target 15.1), sustainable management of all types of forests, halting deforestation
(target 15.2); combating desertification, restoration of degraded land and soil (target 15.3);
conservation of mountain ecosystems and their biodiversity (target 15.4); reducing degradation
of natural habitats, loss of biodiversity and prevent the extinction of threatened species (target
15.5); target 15.6 on genetic resource sharing; end poaching and trafficking of protected
species of flora and fauna (target 15.7) and protection of land and water ecosystem (target

15.8) and integrate ecosystem and biodiversity values into planning (target 15.9).

SDG 16

- Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions

Law & Judicial Department, Home Department, Prison Department, Information &
Communication Technology Department, Economics & Statistics Department and State
Information Commission will focus on SDG 16. Of these majority of the schemes relate to the
three targets 16.2 (end abuse, exploitation, trafficking and all forms of violence against and
torture of children), 16.3 (promoting rule of law/equal access to justice); 16.5 (reducing
corruption and bribery); 16.6 (develop effective, accountable and transparent institutions at all
level); 16.9 (providing legal identity for all, including birth registration) and 16.10 (ensuring
public access to information and protection of fundamental freedoms).

SDG 17

- Partnerships for the Goals

Goal 17 aims to strengthen the means of implementation and revitalize global partnership for
sustainable development. The 17 targets relate to finance, technology, capacity building, trade,
policy and institutional coherence; multi-stakeholder partnership; data monitoring and
accountability. The emphasis of all these targets is increasing flow of resources and knowledge
from developed to developing countries.




7. State Indicator Framework (SIF)

In the series of consultative meeting, the National Indicator Framework (NIF) released by MoSPI was thoroughly discussed and
indicators which are not relevant for Mizoram were identified and omitted. Some indicators were customized and State specific indicators were
added to better monitor the progress and achievements of SDGs in the State. As many as 197 indicators and 35 line departments were identified
for the implementation of SDGs in Mizoram. Baseline data and target are being collected.

Allocated funds: To modernize Police force so as to enable them to face
challenges posed to internal security and to augment their strength and
operational efficiency, 223.44 lakh has been allocated during 2016-17. To
integrate delivery of early childhood services for children below 6 years, 333.97
lakh has been allocated during 2016-17 under ICDS. State Data Centre (SDC) is
being set up in the State to consolidate citizen services, E-governance
applications and supporting infrastructure to provide efficient electronic delivery
of different services. The Common Service Centre (CSC) scheme approved by
the Government of India is also set up in the State and at present 136 CSC had
been set up across the State whereby citizens will be able to get services through
online.
